MISI Update from Thorne Butler

The news is basically the same as when we met on October 12 in Clinton, and 
that is the economy.   As you know from that meeting, building this double sheet 
will require raising $3 million in private capital.  However, the one difference 
from October 12 is that David and Thorne have been working on the pro formas
for the new facility and their estimate now is that it will take at least $4 million 
raised privately. 

After our meeting in Clinton, David, Thorne and the architect Eric Milberger met 
with the mayor of Clinton.  They said that when we present our proposal and 
pro formas they will review them and if they like the numbers, they will invite us 
back to appear before the Board of Aldermen to make a full presentation toward 
the goal of Clinton issuing a bond.  But we keep coming back to the issue that 
until this economy turns around, the prospect of raising $4 million in private 
capital are very, very low.  At this time we ask the members to be patient and 
ride out this economic hurricane we're going through.  When we have the pro 
formas done and the DRAFT of the proposal ready, we'll be glad to have
members review it.

By the way, we've heard no rumors about someone building a new rink and 
George Williams has confirmed that he has no Ice Park plans at this time.
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
