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I got home from Detroit and found emails questioning a new arena.  After searching the 
internet, talking to Dodie, and emailing Thorne Butler of MISI I compiled the following:
“The Central Mississippi Planning and Development District (CMPDD) has prepared a Request for 
Qualifications/Proposals for A Sports Arena to be located in downtown Jackson, Mississippi. The 
Request for Proposal Committee (RFPC) will review submissions, and the RFPC is composed of 
the Downtown Jackson Partners, the Jackson Chamber of Commerce, the Hinds County 
Economic Development District, and the Central MS Planning and Development District. The 
study area for this RFQ/RFP includes the City of Jackson and the surrounding metropolitan area.
The selected consultant will enter into an agreement with the Downtown Jackson Partners to 
provide a Marketing Analysis, Feasibility Study, and Economic Impact Analysis for the 
development of a Sports Arena to be located in the downtown area of the City of Jackson.”
